Usually my wife, Ellie, writes you to let you know what’s going on

around the ranches so I was pleased when she asked me to write
you.

Let me introduce myself. I’m Dick Butterfield, Tom’s older brother,
and I have so many stories to tell you about that amazing brother of
mine.

I remember the day he was born. I was eight years old and my
momma’s darling boy . I wasn’t sure if I was going to like this 
redheaded stranger coming into my life.

But, I have to tell you, it wasn’t long until I became Tommy’s big
brother. From the time I can remember, Tommy was special.

He had a grin that made you smile and was so full of mischief . Our
growing up years went by so quickly! Our mother died when T ommy
was only twelve years old. I had promised Mom I would go to college.
I was then a freshman at Missouri Valley College here in Marshall,
Missouri.

As I look back now, I realize Tommy depended on me so much. I
wasn’t surprised when he graduated high school that he wanted to
come to Valley and be a football coach like I was studying to be. But,
life has a way of putting us where we are supposed to be. When Tom,
(no longer Tommy) was a junior at Valley, his work job was at the
State School for the mentally handicapped.

There was a little nine-year old boy living there. Tom felt so sorry
for the little guy that he started taking him to ball games, or any place
that didn’t cost much, as he was working his way through college.

Since you have been long time friends, you know the rest of the
story. From Tom’s early struggles until now , hundreds of boys and
girls have been given hope for a bright future - the future YOU have
given them.

Since the founding of Butterfield Youth Services in 1963, Tom
asked me to be a member of his first Board of Directors. I served on
the board for thirty years. I was inactive a few years and will be 
re-instated in March to serve again.

Tom’s birthday is February 10th. He died twenty-six years ago. As
his brother, I want to thank you for keeping his dream alive. You keep
him near our hearts and in our memory.
